In September, the CDC published revised HIV testing
recommendations, calling for routine HIV testing in all clinical
settings (according to CDC, anywhere prescriptions are
written....) CHAMP believes knowing your HIV status is a very
good thing... but has seen liftle sign of commitment from our
government fo providing care or prevention support for
everyone who tfests positive.

Already, 250,000 people in our country who know their status
cannot consistently access HIV freatment. The battle over Ryan
White CARE Act re-authorization got real ugly due to the
drastic, continued underfunding that pits people from different
communities against each other, fighting for the crumbs. And
meanwhile, the new testing approach is likely to cost over $200
million a year while we still lack a mere $340 million needed to
scale up HIV prevention efforts.

At a recent national summit on testing and care
(http:/kaisernetwork.org/health_cast/hcast_index.cfm?display=détaf@HaMBoheard
doctors testify about 60% increases in patfient loads over the last
2 years with no new funds for care, and waiting lists of up to six
months for the newly diagnosed to see an AIDS doc. Lawyers
spoke about the dangers of comparing HIV testing to
cholesterol screening, when there are laws that ban HIV+
people from different types of employment and criminalize their
sexual activity. And we joined community activists concerned
that drive to increase testing may mean curtains for counseling
and informed consent with no guarantee of linkage to care or
prevention support.

HIV testing is a key tool, but far from a magic wand that can fix

our deeply flawed, fragmented health care system. CHAMP

has issued a sign-on letter calling for thorough and strategic

research on the changes in HIV testing. Read the letter on our

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From Around the Corner to Around the World
CHAMP joined the Center for Constitutional Rights & 38 other organizations, over 50 individuals,
and 15 elected officials to file "friend of the court" briefs in support of a lawsuit seeking an order
prohibiting the State and MCI/Verizon from charging a 630 percent markup over regular long
distance rates to receive a collect call from their loved ones, the only method of calling from
a NYS prison. With one-fifth of HIV positive prisoners in the nation residing in New York State,
where 7% of the incarcerated are living with HIV, CHAMP considers phone access critical in
allowing HIV positive inmates to access to treatment and prevention information, find
emotional support, and maintain social ties. For more info see:

CHAMP, along with 25 other public health experts, human rights and HIV/AIDS organizations,
signed on in support of American Civil Liberties Union , urging a federal appeals court to reject
a government policy, part of the "AIDS Leadership Act," which requires organizations that
receive U.S. federal funding - regardless of their mission - to explicitly pledge to oppose
commercial sex work. "The federal government should stop playing politics with critical funding
needed to end the global devastation caused by the AIDS pandemic," said Claudia Flores, an
aftorney with the ACLU Women's Rights Project and counsel on the brief. "The global AIDS gag
will further stigmatize high-risk populations and put more lives at risk. This policy is completely at
odds with efforts to prevent the spread of HIV/AIDS..." For more information go to:

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2006 YEAR-END CAMPAIGN MASH-UP
2006 was a busy year here at CHAMP! Here's a recap of some of what we've been up to!

Our Director of Prevention Policy Sean Barry lead a campaign that
won suspension of CDC's Program Evaluation & Monitoring

Systems (PEMS) an infrusive, burdensome, and ill-designed
initiative to gather personal information on people who access
prevention services funded by the CDC. CHAMP's Board Chair
Walt Senterfitt has now been a part of CDC's rethink committee
formed in response to our campaign. We are hearing that CDC is
committing to reduce the amount of questions by 75%, allowing
prevention workers to spend their time on serving their clients
instead of filling out paper work... stay funed for new developments.

CHAMP ED Julie Davids presented at a public forum hosted by
Boston’s AIDS Action Committee  and Fenway Community Health

on a new research study on Pre-Exposure Prophylaxis (PrEP) . With
a commitment to increase community involvement in HIV
prevention research as a 2007 priority, CHAMP will host at least four
day-long activist workshops across the country, starting with one
on the eve of the Conference on Retroviruses and Opportunistic
Infections next February in Los Angeles.

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CHAMP Mobilizes for Federal Legislation to Allow Condoms in Prisons

In October, CHAMP began to mobilize national support for legislation to implement evidence-
based HIV prevention in federal prisons. The bill, Justice for the Unprotected Against Sexually
Transmitted Infections for the Confined and Exposed (JUSTICE) Act of 2006 (H.R. 6083) was
submitted by Congresswoman Barbara Lee (D-CA)  on September 14th. Most notably, the bill
would allow community-based organizations to make condoms available to inmates as part
of a strategy to prevent transmission of STis (including HIV as well as hepatitis C).

CHAMP drafted and circulated a community sign-on letter in support of the bill, which
generated an overwhelming response in support of the JUSTICE Act. Over 100 HIV/AIDS
grassroots, service and community-based organizations from 25 states have already signed-on
to the statement.

The JUSTICE Act currently has 27 House co-sponsors, and is expected to be referred to the
House Judiciary Committee after it is reintfroduced next year. CHAMP is working in partnership
with Rep. Lee's office to encourage more House co-sponsors for the bill before it is re-
infroduced.
